APPLICATION DETAILS 

8008 FLUSHING OIL should be used as supplied by applying it to the needles and cam tracks.  In the case of 

heavy contamination, it is recommended that a quantity of waste fabric is knitted after applying the flushing oil. 

The machine should be thoroughly re-oiled with normal quality needle lubricant after flushing with 8008 FLUSHING 

OIL.

• When used for flushing sock knitting machines with circulatory oil-feed, it is recommended that the oil 

return pipe is first disconnected, running the flushing oil to waste.
